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Puppy Socialisation Classes
 
Socialisation is simply allowing your puppy to experience strange situations, people and other animals so that he isn’t scared of them in the future.  When a puppy isn’t socialised correctly between the ages of 3 & 17 weeks, it can lead to fear and aggression problems in later life.  

If you want a happy, friendly dog that you can take anywhere and meet anyone attending Swinton Dogs Puppy Socialisation classes is a must. 
These classes are designed for puppies aged between 10 & 14/15 weeks. 

The number of weeks your puppy will attend this class depends on its age when joining the group.  Your pup only needs to have received its first injection from their vaccination course as the classes are held in a hall above a veterinary surgery.  (Therefore the risk to your puppy catching something from another puppy has the same risk as attending the vets)
I will on occasions allow a puppy to attend the classes after the 14 / 15 week age limit when I feel that the pup is in need of further socialisation)

The class is held on a Tuesday evening in a hall above the Petmedics Animal Hospital, Priestly Road, Wardley, M28 2LY between 7pm - 8pm.
 
Each class cost £7.00 

The puppies are introduced to basic obedience and allowed to socialise under controlled conditions with other puppies and people.  I also give owners lots of hints and tips to get the best from their puppies.  Information leaflets regarding various dog related topics are available at all classes.

To locate the hall above Petmedics Animals Hospital, turn off Priestley Road into the car park. There is a big blue metal roller gate / door on the right of the building. Access to the puppy class is via that door which is opened at 6.50pm.
 
Access to the hall is via a staircase. You will spend some time either kneeling on or sitting on the floor completing handling exercises so 'old comfortable' gear is necessary.
